At the dinner prior to the Stated Meeting in November, WB Tomey Greer
noticed a strong Bakelite smell coming from the kitchen area. He sounded an alarm
and it was found that the Electrical Breaker Panel was extremely hot. The hot
breakers were the ones feeding the lodge heating plant which consists of four very

large electric heaters. After shutting
down the heatersinvolved, it was
decided to examine and if necessary
replace the breakers the following day.
During the inspection it was discovered
that a breaker had actually blown apart
and damaged the breskers around it and
the breaker panel itself. The Trustees
immediately hired a contractor to make
the necessary repairs. If Brother Greer
had not raised the alarm, we could have
had a very serious fire and possibly lost the building.

Thanksto WB Art Robare for all of hiswork in trying to make the initial
repairs. An interesting thing was that during the meeting that night the lodge was
to eulogize Brother Jim Cox who installed the panel some 35 years ago.

The unfortunate side the event is that we had to spend about $1300 of the
$1900 in the Building Fund to make the repairs.
